Park and Recreation Committee

Meeting Minutes

10 May 2005

Committee members Jill Ludy, Herb Miller, Stephen Ailes, David Crock, and Peter Dolan present.  Also present at the meeting was Township Manager, Michael Cotter.  The meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m.

Call to Order

There being a quorum present, the meting was called to order by Chairman Ailes

Approval of Minutes 

The Park and Recreation Board agreed to table the approval the minutes of 14 December 2004.

Reports

Mr. Cotter informed the members that the DCNR had rejected its Heritage Park/Hollenbach Park grant revision outright.   He stated that DCNR was now in the process of reviewing whether or not the Township would be required to re-pay the $10,000 spent on Hollenbach Park already.

Mr. Cotter then informed the members that the Board had granted Rouse Chamberlain preliminary plan approval for its Summers Grove land development application, which included ±14 acres of the Goose Run corridor and a $30,000 contribution towards the development of a trail system in the corridor.  

New Business
A.   Pottsgrove Soccer Field Use Request

Mr. Greg McGrey, representing Pottsgrove Soccer, reviewed their proposal for the use of a portion of the Hollenbach Park fields.  He stated that the request at this time was for temporary use of the field owing to re-construction at their primary fields in Lower Pottsgrove.   He also stated that they were prepared to make improvements to the driveway and parking areas, and would donate those improvements to the Township.   Pottsgrove Soccer will also aerate and re-seed the fields used, and maintain them for practice and games.   
Mr. Cotter asked about the frequency of field use, and about exclusivity of use.   Mr. McGrey stated that the fields would be used for practice 3-4 nights per week, from 5PM to 9PM.   The fields would also be used for games on weekends.
The Committee discussed various issues concerning storage of equipment, the longevity of the arrangement, the serving of food, and other use details.

Upon the motion of Mr. Dolan, second by Mr. Crock, the Committee unanimously recommended that the Board approve the requested use of Hollenbach Park by Pottsgrove Soccer, subject to the execution of a use and maintenance agreement acceptable to the Township.
Old Business

A.   DCNR Planning Grant
Mr. Cotter informed the Board that the DCNR has advertised that it is accepting planning grant applications under its Community Conservation Partnership Program in both April and October 2005.   He  inquired as to whether the Board would be interested in submitting and application to provide funding for a new Township Master Recreation Plan.   The consensus of the Board was yes, for the October deadline.
Adjournment
