A.   Presentation by the Township, Montgomery County Lands Trust, and the Natural Lands Trust on Neighborhood Open Space Preservation
Michael Cotter, John Eames from the Montgomery County Lands Trust, and Drew Gilchrist from the Natural Lands Trust each reviewed open space preservation and planning tools and concepts.   Mr. Cotter focused on the Township’s efforts, namely the development of the Township’s draft Open Space Plan and its open space referendum discussions.
